Culture

» We can trace history in the province of Alicante back to 100,000 B.C.
 From the Roman era we have important sites

» The Moors have left an especially important legacy in many historic town
centres as well as imposing castles

* In the 17th and 18th centuries, the province experienced a major
increase in works of art

» The city of Elche has two World Heritages declared by the UNESCO: the
biggest palm tree garden in Europe and the so-called “Misteri d’Elx”, a
religious performance from the Middle Ages



Nature

*The landscape of the Costa Blanca is characterised by a gentle coastline overlooked by
mountains that can reach 1,500 metres in height only a short way from the coast.

» The province has many natural parks, including coastal mountain ranges, inland
mountain ranges, as well as wetlands of exceptional ecological value.

» 1986 saw the creation of the Tabarca Island Marine Reserve. The surrounding seabed
is exceptionally rich in both flora and fauna. The Cabo de San Antonio, a headland with
fantastic views between Javea and Denia, is another of the Costa Blanca’s Marine
Reserves and especially recommendable for lovers of scuba diving.

» Some of the most spectacular geological formations are the caves. Other especially
interesting natural areas include Las Fuentes del Algar, an extraordinary collection of
waterfalls, springs and sources in Callosa d’En Sarria.



Beaches

 Over fifty EC Blue Flags wave, are more than sufficient to attract the massive
number of visitors

* The north of the province, the Marina Alta district, is cut across by mountains
that reach the sea to create impressive cliffs towering over tiny, secluded
coves in such places as Denia, Javea, el Poble Nou de Benitatxell and
Benissa.

The Marina Baixa district has some of the best-known fine sand beaches,
such as those in Benidorm (Levante and Poniente).

» The south of the province is also famous for its long beaches, as well as for
the many wetlands and saltings (the Lagunas de la Mata lagoons in Torrevieja
and the El Hondo wetlands in Elche).



Inland

 The inland areas of the Costa Blanca conceal some of the most beautiful and
captivating countryside of Spain’s Mediterranean region.

» There is a wealth of beautiful landscape, full of contrasts between the valleys
and mountain areas, the historical remains and culinary traditions as well as
crafts and festivals that you won't find anywhere else in the world.

* Inland, the province has different landscapes where you can see real
Mediterranean countryside: mountains, secluded valleys, ravines, caves and
fertile agricultural areas devoted to vineyards and other crops, such as almonds,
olives, cherries and loquats.



Festivals

» The popular fiestas, traditions and folklore all enrich the Costa Blanca from
north to south and are outstanding for their colour, diversity and stunning
nature.

* From the Moors and Christians, a popular fiesta that commemorates the

» Water and safari parks, aguariums, craft fairs, caves, boat trips and an
endless list of sports options, from scuba-diving and cycling to hot-air balloon
rides and bungee jumping, mean that the Costa Blanca’s leisure options are
almost infinite.

» There are also several theme parks, like Terra Natura in Benidorm, where
you can visit, study and get to know Earth’s animal life and civilisations.
Benidorm is also home to the Terra Mitica theme park. The historical cultures
of the Mediterranean are its guiding theme. There are two more major leisure
parks in Benidorm: Mundomar, with aquatic animals and exotic birds, and
Agualandia, Europe’s largest water park.



Gastronomy

tuna, with which products such as bulls and mojamas can be made.
