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Cyprus Wines & Cultural Highlights Tour
5 nights/4 days sample itinerary

Day One: Arrival and transfer to hotel

Day Two: FD Paphos (Roman capital) & the viticulture region of Vouni Panagia
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Visit the Cyprus Wine Museum, housed in a traditional stone building as a tribute to the fact that Cyprus is one of the first
wine producing countries. The Museum presents a journey into the island's wine history which dates back 5500 years.

The Tour continuous westwards and near Paphos there is a photo stop at "Petra Tou Romiou” a chunky, rugged rock marking the
legendary birthplace of Aphrodite, Ancient Goddess of Love & Beauty.

The tour visits the Roman Mosaics (Unesco listed) most of which date back to the 3™ century AD, before ascending the Paphos
Mountains to visit the Kolios winery. Built out of local stone with spectacular view of the surrounding valleys, this winery was
founded in 1999 and has 10 hectares of its own vineyards at an altitude of 950m.

Enjoy a tour of the winery by the owner and lunch cooked by his wife.

Visit Chrysorogiatissa Monastery which is dedicated 'To Our Lady of the Golden Pomegranate'. Set in beautiful
surroundings, the Monastery was originally founded in the 12™ century AD although this current Monastery dates back to
1770. The Monastery houses the Monte Royia winery.

Day Three: FD Cultural tour in Limassol landmarks & wine villages
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Visit the Crusader Castle of Kolossi where the Knights of St John first made the sweet desert wine "Commandaria”, one of
the oldest named wines of the world an still made on the island today.

Continue to visit the Curium archaeological site, an important ancient city kingdom destroyed by an earthquake in 4th
Century AD. The ruins now stand in solitary splendour on a massive rock ledge 70 metres above the sea.

Proceed up the wine covered lower foothills of the Troodos Mountains to visit the Vasa Winery, a "boutique" winery built to
indulge a passion for high quality winemaking bred by a family tradition in producing wine. It is constructed from local stone
panelled with wood and decorative flourishes that bring o mind a bygone era. It has its own vineyards (10 hectares) nearby
